	What is JLTA? 
	Junior Leadership Training Academy (JLTA) is a camping-centered spiritual emphasis and learning opportunity for our boys that follows guidelines prepared by the Royal Rangers National office. 

	What is DTC? 


	Discovery Training Camp (DTC) is a 4 day camp designed to provide Discovery Rangers with professional training to become effective leaders in their Royal Rangers outpost and church. In addition, DTC is the place for outstanding fellowship and fun with other Rangers from throughout Northern New England. 

	Who can go to
this camp? 
	DTC (Discovery Training Camp) is open to Royal Rangers who have completed the 3rd grade and are recommended by their commander. 

	What is ATC? 
	Adventure Training Camp (ATC) is a 4 day camp of age appropriate training in leadership development, team work skills, and camping skills, designed to provide Adventure Rangers with professional training to become effective leaders in their Royal Rangers outpost and church. In addition, ATC is the place for outstanding fellowship and fun with other Rangers from throughout Northern New England. 

	Who can go to this camp? 
	ATC (Adventure Training Camp) is open to Royal Rangers who have completed the 6th grade and are recommended by their commander. 

	What is JTC? 
	JTC is a 4 day camp designed to be the first high level training for Adventure Rangers who have completed ATC. Rangers learn leadership skills as they learn advanced camping techniques and work as a unit to make their own campsite. Patrol members bond and become a unit, and end up deepening their faith significantly during the camp. 

	Who can go to this camp? 
	JTC (Junior Training Camp) is open to Royal Rangers who have completed the 7th grade,  

	What is AJTC? 
	AJTC is the follow-up camp to JTC, and is designed to complete the training begun in that camp. Camping skills are perfected and the patrol must work together in order to complete the tasks given in the time allowed. Rangers participate in complex team activities, such as building towers and bridges, and get team members through obstacles. In addition, a great deal of time is spent pursuing a deeper relationship with God. 

	Who can go to this camp? 
	AJTC (Advanced Junior Training Camp) is open to Royal Rangers who have completed the 8th grade, JTC and recommended by their Commander. 

	When is the camp? 


	The camp is July 9-12. Registration begins at 2:00 p.m. Thursday afternoon. Camp is officially over Sunday at 12:00 p.m. 

	What will the
boys learn? 


	Junior Leadership camp is designed to explain and present to the boys the presence of the Holy Spirit in all aspects of life and to teach the benefits of leadership as well as following through the patrol method. They learn about taking care of themselves in a group setting, camping skills, and friendship-specific tools. In addition, the boys will receive instruction in camping skills; such as cooking, fire craft and first aid. 

	What is the
patrol method? 


	The patrol method teaches responsibility, teamwork, and leadership. Each boy is assigned to a patrol with 8 other Discovery Rangers. Together, they learn about servant leadership and take a turn as patrol guide, assistant patrol guide, cook, etc. It is the distinct roles and associated responsibilities that encourage teamwork and servant leadership within the patrol. Patrol spirit is also encouraged through creative activities, such as patrol songs, yells, and flags. 

	What will the
boys do? 
	There is a schedule of activities and classes throughout the day in camping skills, patrol method, and personal development. Free time activities are planned for later in the afternoon and, in the evening, the day is topped off with a Spirit-filled council fire service with fun skits, stories, praise, and worship. 

	Will the boys 
earn any merits? 
	Yes, there will be an opportunity to earn a number of merits. The merits to be taught will be chosen by the camp staff. 

	Where is the camp? 
	Madison, Maine 

	Who will be with
the boys at the 
camp? 
	Along with the JLTA Camp Commander and staff, there is a Camp Commander and Assistant Camp Commander. In addition, each patrol will have an adult Patrol Advisor. These advisors are with the patrol throughout the day and are in the DTC camp at night. Finally, a senior guide is on staff to give the boys an example to follow. 

	What are the
facilities at the camp? 
	The boys will sleep in large patrol tents in the campsite. Restroom/shower builds are distributed throughout the area with one located close to their campsite. Other facilities include the First Aid building, Pavilion, and Commanders Lodge. 

	How much does
the camp cost? 


	The camp fee is $100.00 – with completed Application postmarked on or before June 10 

$125.00 – with completed Application postmarked after June 10
