Your Outpost flag will be posted at the top, and the national flag representing the country you have chosen directly underneath.  These flags will represent your Outpost during the “Olympic” games, and will be brought with you to the games and assemblies. They should also be posted at your gateway entering your campsite.  Your gateway, clothing, songs, skits, yells, etc. should, as much as possible, reflect the country you choose to represent.  This will all add to the points total you accumulate for your Outpost spirit.  Along with the flag, you will be expected to do a little research and demonstrate some knowledge about the country of your choice.  Someone in your Outpost needs to become an “expert” on the country you choose.  A 500 word essay will be expected, and a short oral presentation will be given as part of the opening ceremonies.  Requirements for that will be listed in the full packet you receive in June.  You must register your country.  Countries will be granted on a First-Come First-Served basis, so, don’t delay.  Pick that country now and contact the POW WOW office by email or phone to register today.
Please, Please, Please keep POW WOW first and foremost in your prayers. This is not only a camping trip for your Outpost, but a time when we expect a visitation of God’s presence in our midst.  Our greatest desire is to see lives changed for eternity.  Whether it’s Commanders, Rangers, or dads, God desires to move in us, change our lives, and send us out!
